MUMBALI: The Ganesh idol
immersion process in Maha-
rashtra was today marred by
the death of three persons in
Aurangabad, even as devotees
in the state thronged in large
numbers to bid adieu to the
popular elephant-headed God.

Three persons drowned
during Ganesh idol immer-
sion in the Shivnai lake near
Bidkin in Aurangabad district,
police said.

In Mumbeai, the idol at the
official residence of Chief Min-
ister Devendra Fadnavis was
immersed in an artificial pond.

In Nashik, minister Girish
Mahajan joined the lezim play-
ers during the immersion pro-
cession, while Shiv Sena MP

Chandrakant Khaire tapped
a foot in the Ganesh visarjan
procession in Aurangabad city.
Lezim is a folk dance from the
state, named after a musi-
cal instrument with jingling
cymbals.

In Aurangabad, the Sanst-
han Ganpati idol was showered
with petals from a drone.

In Mumbai, among the
early starters for the immer-
sion were the Ganesh Galli
Mandal and Lalbaughcha Raja,
which attracted lakhs of devo-
tees during the Ganesh festival,
that began on August 25 and
concludes on ‘Anant Chatur-
dashi’ today.

Several devotees per-
formed Koli dance, a tradi-

tional dance of the fishermen,
at the Lalbaughcha Raja pan-
dal in central Mumbai before
the ‘visarjan’ (immersion) pro-
cession began. The immersion
marks the end of the Ganesh
festival, which was popularised
by ‘Lokmanya’ Bal Gangad-
har Tilak to bring the people
together to create a feeling of
patriotism and fight the British
Raj.

We are totally committed to
ban this game in Gujarat, as
we cannot allow our children
to commit suicide due to this
game,” he added.

The Blue Whale Challenge
is reportedly a suicide game in
which the players is given cer-
tain tasks to complete over a
period of 50 days and the final
task leads him or her to com-
mit suicide.

The player is also asked
to share photos after finish-
ing each challenge. The game
has claimed several lives

worldwide.

Recently, a 30-year-old man
from Palanpur in Banaskantha
district of the state had claimed
that he was ending his life as
he reached the last stage of the
Blue Whale Challenge.

Before committing sui-
cide by jumping into Sabar-
mati river here on September
1, Palanpur resident Ashok
Maluna posted a video on his
Facebook account, in which,
he purportedly said that he had
downloaded Blue Whale Chal-
lenge and suicide is the last step
of that game.

However, police had said
Maluna ended his life under
depression due to cancer and
not because of the game.

“Since Amma’s demise, we
are witnessing every right of
the state being compromised
and this should not continue.
The social justice the Tamils
got after much struggle should
be upheld,” he added.

Dhinakaran said Anitha,
who had earlier moved the
Supreme Court opposing the
NEET, had scored a centum in
many subjects in her class 12
exam, but “lost” the opportu-
nity to join a medical course
following her low NEET score.

Meanwhile, students and
pro-Tamil outfits continued
with their anti-NEET protests
in different parts of the state.

Members of some stu-
dent outfits were detained for
attempting to picket the Cen-
tral railway station here, the
police said.

Students and student bod-
ies held agitations in Chennai,

Coimbatore, Cuddalore, Naga-
pattinam and Tiruchirappally
among other places, even as
many boycotted their classes.

The students, demanding
“justice” for Anitha, raised slo-
gans against the central and
state governments and wanted
the NEET to be scrapped.

Protests had erupted in
Tamil Nadu soon after Anitha,
the daughter of a daily wage
earner, allegedly hanged herself
at her house in Ariyalur dis-
trict on September 1. She was
reportedly upset after reports
emerged that Tamil Nadu
would not be exempted from
the ambit of the NEET.

The Supreme Court had last
month asked the Tamil Nadu
government to start the coun-
selling for admissions to MBBS
and BDS courses in the state,
based on the NEET merit list.

It had given the directive
after the Centre told the court
that it was not in favour of a
recent ordinance passed by
the state to exempt it from the
NEET this year.
